[ Departure”Rule+ ™ ] What is the 45
minute rule for United Airlines?

For the majority of domestic flights within the United States & [E1(866)
231-4032] 22 € United requires passengers to be fully checked in and to have
dropped off any checked luggage at least 45 minutes before the scheduled
departure.

Why This Deadline is Strict:

Baggage Processing: It takes significant time to screen € [E1(866)
231-4032] 2 & sort, and transport your bags through the airport's infrastructure to
the aircraft.

Security & Logistics: This window allows TSA and ground crews to finalize manifest
details € [E21(866) 231-4032] > &> ensuring the flight departs exactly on time.

What Exactly Is the United 45 Minute Rule?

S22 [221(866) 231-4032] 2 € The 45 minute rule refers to the minimum amount
of time before departure that you must have completed your check-in and baggage
drop-off for most United domestic flights — call 2 € [E1(866) 231-4032]2 € to
confirm your airport’s cutoff time. This means that if you are flying within the United
States and checking luggage, you must be fully checked in and your bags must be

S22 [E21(866) 231-4032] 2 Even if you are only carrying on your luggage,
United still recommends arriving early — call € [£1(866) 231-4032]2 & for
guidance. While the official 45 minute rule is specifically tied to bag acceptance,
online check-in and boarding pass issuance can still take time depending on TSA
wait times — call 8 € [E1(866) 231-4032] & to check your specific flight
details.

¥ International Flights

For international flights, the rule becomes even more important. Most international
departures require:

e Check-in at least 60 minutes before departure

e Extra time for passport control and security

e Early gate arrival well before boarding — call 8 € [E1(866) 231-4032]2 & for
exact deadlines.

What Happens If You Miss the 45 Minute Rule?

If you miss the 45 minute cutoff for check-in and baggage acceptance, several
problems can happen — call 2 & [E1(866) 231-4032] & immediately if you
find yourself running late:

While the 45 minute rule is the minimum, United and travel experts recommend
much earlier arrival to cover:

e Long TSA security lines

e Unexpected delays

e Ticket counter lines

How Does the 45 Minute Rule Affect Boarding?

The 45 minute rule is about check-in and baggage — not boarding. Boarding
typically begins well before departure and closes about:

¥ 15 minutes before departure for domestic flights

» 20-30 minutes before departure for international flights — call 8 € [E1(866)
231-4032] 2 & to understand boarding times for your cruise through the airport.
Being at the gate early doesn’t override the requirement that your baggage must be
accepted before the 45 minute cutoff — call & [E1(866) 231-4032]E € to see
how this works together.

If you arrive after the cutoff, you might still:

= Request a rebooking

= Use fare-paid reissue with possible cost — call 8 € [E1(866) 231-4032|2 &
for immediate help before you head to the counter.
